Crime and punishment 

• Marooning: this is when pirates were left on 
desert islands where they stood little chance of 
surviving or being rescued. 

• Flogging: a pirate would beat someone with a 
cat-o-nine tails. This is one punishment that 
wouldn’t lead to death.   

• Throwing overboard: The victim was thrown 
over the ship whilst it was moving and left to 
drown.  

• Walking the plank: a pirate was blindfolded and 
made to walk across a plank hanging from the 
side of the ship where they would jump from 
into the sea. 

• Sweating: a pirate would be tied to the mast 
and the crew would poke and prod the pirate 
with cutlasses, swords and various sharp objects.  

• Hanging: this was the ultimate punishment for a 
pirate. They would often be hanged on a gibbet 
close to the low-water mark by the sea. Their 
bodies would be left dangling until they had 
been submerged by the tide three times.  
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Famous Pirates: 
William Kidd 
He was a Scottish pirate  
and sailor. It is believed that 
he buried treasure on a 
secret island. 
Bartholomew Roberts 
He was the most successful  
pirate and last great pirate  
of the golden age. He plundered  
more than 400 ships. 
Blackbeard 
His real name is Edward Teach 
 and he lived a short life,  
although he was still the  
most notorious pirate of all time. 
Calico Jack  
He was the captain of the  
ship that Anne Bonny and  
Mary Read sailed on.  
Anne Bonny and Mary Read 
Females weren’t allowed to  
go on pirate ships, so Anne  
and Mary dressed up as men!
